: A MESSAGE FROM BETTY SMITH, STEWARDSHI P DI RECTO

As we are about to embark on our 40 day fAdeserto
or thoughts to help make this a truly meaningful Lent for all . . .

The 3 disciplines of prayer, fasting and almsgiving are perhaps most commonly associated with this
season, but |l etés dig a bit deeper. I n the Ash Wedne
most in the performing of these disciplines, is that they be done with a sincere heart and the intention of giving
honor to God, not self-attainment.

Prayer is central. It is the most direct way of drawing closer to God. Without prayer, the other disciplines

stray from this purpose. Time eventually wil!/ all ow
val l eysd/ highs and | ows. The wise individual |l earns
God) during the valleys, that is the very time when we can best grow into the creature we are intended to be.

When webre riding the peaks, we humans tend to take

presence regardless of the circumstances.

Fasting is often misunderstood. Unlike the disciplines of dieting and exercise which are attached to spe-
cific goals, fasting invites emptiness. By choosing to set aside a personal appetite or resisting the appeal of a
habit, we leave space in our lives and bodies for awareness of the sufferings and hungers of others, to bring
them into ourselves.

Lastly, almsgiving is usually associated with giving money to those in need. In the broader Biblical
sense, however, it means showing mercy, demonstratin
the Greek word eleison, as in the prayer we say in Mass: Lord, have mercy/ Kyrie eleison.

So, let us draw closer to God and become more the person God created us to be, not through our own
efforts but by emptying ourselves that God may fill us, draw us ever closer to Him, co-operate with His Spirit. An
excellent path is a combination of prayer, fasting and almsgiving. What will you do?

ASH WEDNESDAY- School Mass 8:00 a.m_, Prayer Service with ashes 12:00 noon
and Mass 530 p.m. The ashes we receive Sng].lfT mortality, mourning and Penance.
We are called to repent of our sins and believe in life after death due to Christ’s
resurrection. Seeing ashes on others reminds us to pray for them as well as
ourselves. The ashes come from palms burned after Palm Sunday last year.

ABSTAIN: All are obliged by Church Law to abstain from Meat on 4sh Wednesday,
Al Fridays of Lent and Good Friday, from age 14 until death. The law forbids the
use of meat, but NOT of eggs, products of milk, or condiments made from animal fat.

FAST: All are obliged by Ehn.n':h Law to fast on 4sh Wednesday and Good Friday
from the day after their 18® birthdav until the dav after their 59* birthdav.
Limit oneself to one full meal and two lighter meals on the same day. The combined
guanity of food at the two light meals should not exceed the quantity of food taken
at the full meal.

PENANCE: In addition to abstaining and fasting, all are obliged to do various
penances throughout Lent. Consider daily attendance at Mass, exira praver
time such as reflecting with our Parish Meditation Booklet, attending Stations
and Benediction on Friday evenings, daily Rosary, Almsgiving and Works of Charity.

TRADITIONS: There will be No Gloria or Alleluia in the Mass, No flowers used
in the sanctuary during Lent. Baptisms, Confirmations, and Weddings being very
joviunl celebrations are allowed but discouraged during the Lent season.
