On the left, 7th graders show off their 
“candy double-helix model”  DNA is an 
abbreviation which stands for deoxyribo-
nucleic acid. DNA is present in all living 
things. Also, the structure of the DNA 
molecule is the same in all living things. 
When isolated from a cell and stretched 
out, DNA looks like a twisted ladder 
(double helix). The sides of the DNA ladder 
are called the backbone and the rungs of 
the ladder are pairs of small chemicals 
called bases.  Seventh graders enjoyed 
making these “edible” models.
