Fifth Grade
Our fifth grade curriculum includes a thorough study of the liturgy and the sacraments.   We will begin the year with a thorough study of the liturgy including the liturgical year and its seasons, the names of the objects and vestments used in the liturgy, and the parts of the Mass.  The In God’s Image curriculum will be covered during the last quarter.
Sixth Grade
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The sixth grade curriculum is a study of the Hebrew Scriptures, the Old Testament.  Students read the creations stories from the book of Genesis and follow the ancient Israelites through history up to the time of Jesus Christ. During the first quarter we will be studying the what the Bible is:  its sections, how it was written, and why it is referred to as the Word of God.  Students will practice how to find passages quickly and accurately.  We will then begin studying the creation stories found Genesis.  The In God’s Image curriculum will be covered during the third quarter.
Seventh Grade
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The seventh grade spends the year studying the life and teachings of Jesus Christ.  Special emphasis is given to nurturing a deeper understanding of Jesus’ twofold nature of being both human and divine.  The class begins the new school year studying the geography, culture, religion, and politics of the world in which Jesus lived and taught.  During the second quarter we will be covering the In God’s Image curriculum.
Eighth Grade
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The eighth grade will begin the year with their final units for In God’s Image and will culminate with the Flour Baby project. Then we will begin studying the history of the Church beginning with the coming of the Holy Spirit to the Apostles through to the Church in the 21st century.  Eighth graders also receive the Sacrament of Confirmation, usually in the springtime.

1.  Candidates and sponsors only meet in the 8th grade classroom at 6:15 for final instructions.  They will process into the church at 7:00 PM and sit up front in a reserved section.  Parents and guests should go directly to the church and be seated.
